Cultural Capacity and Language Access Project


Cultural Capacity and Language Access Project: The Office of Victim Services announces the availability of grant funds to support projects for community engagement and direct services to underserved and marginalized communities and to build a victim-focused interpreter bank.

Eligibility:  

Interpreter Bank Project: Eligible applicants are established coalitions, non-profit, community-based organizations and/or District agencies located in the District of Columbia that provide direct services, training, or education to support and maintain the comprehensive network of services available to victims of violent crime. 

Community Engagement Project:  Eligible applicants for this program established coalitions, non-profit, community-based organizations, Universities, and/or District agencies located in the District of Columbia for which the primary purpose of the organization as a whole is (a) to provide services, education, outreach, or support to victims of sexual assault, intimate partner violence, dating violence, or stalking, and (b) to provide culturally specific services to one or more of the following racial, ethnic, or cultural communities:
· Teen or young adult victims of dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking
· College or campus victims of dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking
· Men who are victims of dating or intimate partner violence, sexual assault, or stalking
· Victims of dating or intimate partner violence, sexual assault, or stalking who identify as gay, lesbian, transgender, bisexual, queer or questioning
· Victims of dating or intimate partner violence, sexual assault who identify as African-American or black, Hispanic or Latina, Asian or Asian-American, Arabic, Muslim, African, or cultures indigenous to the Caribbean
