Loan Repayment Grant Program (JR Justice): The Office of Justice Grants Administration announces the availability of grant funds under the fiscal year 2014 JR Justice Grant Program to provide loan repayment assistance for local public defenders and local prosecutors who commit to continued employment as public defenders and prosecutors for at least three (3) years.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Eligibility:  Eligible applicants are employed with (1) the Office of the Attorney General for the District of Columbia, specifically a division that prosecutes criminal and/or juvenile delinquency cases or prosecutes violations of Civil Protective Orders (CPO); (2) the Public Defender Service  for the District of Columbia; or (3) the Federal Public Defender for the District of Columbia or other defender organization established pursuant to 18 USC 3006A that provides legal representation to indigent persons in criminal or juvenile delinquency cases; or (4) a nonprofit organization operating under a contract with the District of Columbia, specifically in a position devoted substantially full-time to providing legal representation to indigent persons in criminal or juvenile delinquency cases.
