Mathematics and Science Partnerships (MSP) Applications
The Mathematics and Science Partnerships Grant provides an opportunity for Local Education Agencies (LEAs) to partner with an Institution of Higher Education (IHE) and their respective College of Arts and Sciences to provide professional development programs that increase the number of highly qualified and highly effective teachers in the District of Columbia.  The grant program supports partnerships with high-need LEAs and LEAs that have schools in need of improvement or corrective action.  Teachers and schools in these LEAs benefit from the programs developed in these partnerships. 

What does an application reviewer do?
Reviewers for this grant program will independently evaluate up to 3 grant applications for the MSP Program and may need to discuss results of the reviews with other assigned reviewers. OSSE will determine awards after reviewers submit the review forms showing final scores and recommendations.
 
What qualifications should MSP Application reviewers have?

Reviewers must reside in the DC Metropolitan Area and have experience with K-12 education, teacher preparation, teacher professional development, and/or grants management. Reviewers must be comfortable reading a large volume of material within a short timeframe and providing analysis in a small group setting. Reviewers must complete a conflict of interest agreement. 
 
What is the time commitment?

Reviewers must commit to one reviewer training session scheduled between January 8, 2013 and January 11, 2013 and one de-brief session (times will depend on reviewer availability and consensus). The time period between the reviewer training and debrief session will provide approximately one week for reviewers to evaluate and score applications. Each application should take approximately 2-3 hours to complete.  
 
What type of compensation do application reviewers receive?
Reviewers will receive an honorarium for their services.  You will receive further information if you are selected as a reviewer.
