Educational and Neuro-Physio-Biological Preventative Practices
Healing Trauma/Socioemotional Skill Building

Description of Project
The Government of the District of Columbia Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) has available funding for a qualified non-profit organization to implement an Healing Trauma/Socioemotional Skill Building Educational and Neuro-Physio-Biological Practices Pilot Program to address alternative prevention and intervention practices for supporting youth under the age of 18 years.  The application of these practices will focus on reducing the effects of trauma and violence and their consequent academic difficulties.  The program will incorporate behavioral and socio-emotional practices in an effort to moderate the traumatic effects of adverse childhood experiences (ACEs, CDC-Kaiser Permanente Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) Study), mitigate the factors that influence a person’s transition to aggression, and improve socioemotional development.  A number of services must be provided, including prevention, assessment and evaluation by a licensed clinician. Additionally, services must include implementation of early intervention practices, motivational interventions, and educational mediation utilizing the public health model response to intervention; parental/primary caretaker supportive educational awareness, and teacher training with a focus on healing trauma through neurobiological and self-reflective practices. 
	
Eligibility
Qualified and licensed 501(c) 3 non-profit District of Columbia-based organizations that address early childhood trauma and socioemotional development are eligible and invited to submit applications. The DC Prevention Centers are not eligible to apply.  Organization must have:
· Familiarity with or application of the Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) and SAMHSA domains
·  Experience in implementing an age-appropriate curriculum
· Assessment and evaluation by a licensed clinician to capture quantifiable end results
·  Five (5) – (ten)10 years of experience working with teachers on the principles of positive social-emotional development in the classroom
· Experience working with a diverse youth population in a structured environment (school-based, office-based, recreation-based, and/or related environments)
· Preference given to school-based applications
· Experience with implementing programs that focus on addressing positive protective factors (non-violence, abuse and neglect-related support, resiliency, and personal development)
· Experience in applying various Evidence-Based therapies, such as:
· Facilitated music therapy, non-violence, and leadership development
· Sustained mindfulness, arts therapy and empowerment curriculum
· Minimum of 2 out-of-District curriculum-based field trips
· Ability to collect and submit program-based data reports (qualitative and quantitative)
· Experience in referring /linking /transferring  persons to appropriate level of care program, if further treatment is  necessary

Consortiums, collaborations, and partnership groups are eligible if a Lead Agency is named in the application and administers the grant.  

Review Factors
 All applications will be objectively reviewed and scored against the criteria specified in the RFA.

Length of Award
 The grant will be for a period of one year from the date of award.  The grant may be continued for up to four additional years based on documented project success, required evaluation and availability for funding.    Each subsequent year after initial funding, the number of schools participating in the program will increase as deemed appropriate following preliminary and continuing evaluation.   Subsequent year funding will be determined based upon the results of the evaluation.

Grant recipients will be expected to begin project implementation on March 1, 2017, or after the Year 1 Work Plan and Budget and Budget Narrative Justification has been approved by DBH.  


Available Funding
[bookmark: _GoBack] Up to $350,000 will be available each year through February 28, 2022 to fund one Educational and Neuro-Physio-Biological Practices Program Healing Trauma/Socioemotional Skill Building.  This grant will be awarded by DBH using funds provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS), DC Strategic Prevention Framework: Partnership for Success High Needs Community Grant.
