Applicants must have credentials entered into the
Enterprise Grants Management System (EGMS).

To register (get credentials) as a new user in EGMS,
you will need:

— FEIN (Tax ID #) of your organization
— DUNS number
— SAM expiration date

Central Data section must be complete in order for
an application to be submitted.

Start this process early so you can be in the system
when you’re ready to submit your application!

e “Adopt-a-grade” — elementary only

e Provide an environmental education
experience: air, water, land, resource
conservation, and/or health.

* Programs will be at ALL schools represented in
the 2016 Environmental Literacy Leadership
Cadre during spring 2016 and early fall 2016.

* Provide OSSE with recommendations
regarding adoption of grade-level experiences.

e Communication and reporting.
