CYITC/DMH Grant for EBP Trainings for Choice Providers


The DC Children and Youth Investment Trust Corporation (CYITC) on behalf of the District of Columbia Department of Mental Health (DMH):
Grant Funding Opportunity
For DMH Choice Providers and Eligible DMH Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) Providers to Receive Grants for Evidence-Based Practice Program Training Opportunities and Certifications

NOTICE OF FUNDING AVAILABILITY (NOFA) AND REQUEST FOR APPLICATIONS (RFA)

The DC Children and Youth Investment Trust Corporation, on behalf of the District of Columbia Department of Mental Health (DMH), hereby announces the availability of grants to:

1. DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers”, for provision of Evidence-Based Practice (EBP) for children and youth, who have received or are participating in DMH-recognized training for clinical staff in at least one EBP as described below;

2. Other DMH certified MHRS providers for children and youth  approved by DMH to participate in a DMH-recognized EBP training initiative for clinical staff in at least one EBP described below. 

Eligible applicants shall have received or be participating in EBP training certification programs for clinical staff members, recognized by DMH, including: 

Functional Family -Therapy (FFT), Trauma Focus Cognitive Behavior Therapy (TF-CBT), Child Parent Psychotherapy for Family Violence (CPP-FV), Parent Child Interaction Therapy (PCIT), Multi-Systemic Therapy for Youth with Problem Sexual Behaviors (MST-PSB).   Additional EBP trainings may be identified and authorized by DMH.

Criteria: DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers” and other DMH certified MRHS providers.  



A. CYITC AUTHORITY TO MAKE SUB-GRANTS

The District of Columbia Children and Youth Investment Trust Corporation (CYITC) is a non-profit organization which is authorized by D.C. Official Code Section 2-1553) to receive grant moneys from District government agencies, at least 90% of which are required to be used to make sub-grants for the purpose of providing services to District children, youth and their families.

B. SUMMARY AND PURPOSE OF GRANT NOTICE

The purpose of this grant is to fund the further development of new EBPs and to encourage and promote the implementation of these evidence-based practices by eligible applicants.
Sub-grants shall authorize expenditures by selected providers/sub-grantees for:

1. Staff time and other costs to providers for staff attendance at DMH approved EBP trainings and consultation in Functional Family Therapy (FFT), Trauma Focus Cognitive Behavior Therapy (TF-CBT), Child Parent Psychotherapy for Family Violence (CPP-FV), Parent Child Interaction Therapy (PCIT), Multi-Systemic Therapy for Youth with Problem Sexual Behaviors (MST-PSB) and any additional EBP identified by DMH.

2. Costs associated with FFT training cases (provision of FFT to families by clinical trainees who are pursuing DMH certification) and costs associated with training cases for other EBPs identified by DMH for providers pending DMH certification.

3. Other initiatives proposed by DMH and approved by CYITC related to evidenced-based practices program development for the benefit of children and youth.

Grants will be made to eligible DMH Choice Provider and certified MHRS providers. Grantees must provide source documentation for all costs associated with this award as provided in Section F below. 

C. BACKGROUND AND NEED

The grant awards shall be restricted to DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers” and other DMH certified MHRS providers for children and youth to further the development of new EBPs and to encourage and promote the implementation of these EBPs for children, youth and their families. 

D.  NOTIFICATION OF GRANT OPPORTUNITY

This grant is being made available to all DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers” and other DMH certified MHRS providers participating in EBP trainings. This is a non-competitive grant, since all currently DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers” and other DMH certified MHRS providers who apply are eligible to receive grant funds.

In addition to publication on the OPGS website, this Notice of Funding Availability and Request for Applications will be sent directly to all DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) providers qualified as “Choice Providers” and other DMH MHRS providers certified in the District, by confirmed e-mail.

E.  ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

In order to be eligible, the applicant must be a current DMH certified Mental Health Rehabilitation Services (MHRS) provider qualified as a “Choice Provider” and other DMH MHRS providers certified in the District, who have participated in EBP trainings.  Applicants must submit a timely application and enter into a grant agreement with CYITC requiring compliance with all FY12-13 Grantee Handbook requirements and compliance with grant conditions and the grant agreement.

F.  AMOUNT OF TOTAL FUNDING AND GRANT AWARDS

CYITC and DMH anticipates that the amount of total funding for the award period shall not exceed
$184,942.92 for the year ending September 30, 2013, to be divided among eligible applicants.  The amount of the grant will be determined by the number of staff being trained in each EBP, the number of hours spent attending training, the number of training cases associated with each EBP and the number of units of service associated with EBP.  Currently these training cases will be for FFT training. 

G.  PAYMENTS TO GRANTEES

Cost reimbursement payments will be made to grantees upon selection to receive a Grant award and signing the required grant agreement.  The grantee must invoice for each training and all related staff costs.  Source documentation must be provided for each item expensed.

H. GRANT EXPENDITURES

All grant funds received by grantees shall be used solely for authorized grant purposes as set forth in this NOFA and the grant agreement to be signed between CYITC and the Sub-Grantee. 

I.  GRANTEE REPORTING

Grantees shall submit source documentation monthly for all expenses incurred prior to invoicing for costs. 

J.   APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS AND CONTENTS

I understand that I will comply with D.C. tax laws to receive grant funds. 

If for any reason I need to change the staff or type of training attended, I will inform CYITC and DMH in writing and receive CYITC and DMH approval prior to making the changes or attending the training.

I also understand that I am required to submit source documentation monthly for all expenses incurred with my invoices for costs to CYITC. 

Further, I understand that together with DMH, CYITC may inspect my facility, meet staff and attend trainings to ensure that grant funds are being expensed appropriately and that if I  fail to submit source documentation and/or staff are not attending the trainings, that I may be required to return grant moneys to CYITC and DMH, and that if I fail to do so, CYITC and DMH may pursue legal action, and/or may refuse to renew my status as a Choice Provider and/or I may not be eligible to receive grants from CYITC in the future. CYITC and DMH may inspect for grant compliance within 3 years of issuance of the grant award.

I further understand that CYITC and DMH reserves the right to rescind this grant notice as necessary, that the RFA does not commit CYITC and DMH to make awards and that CYITC and DMH is not liable for any costs incurred by applicants in applying for grants.

I also understand that I must sign a grant agreement at the time of the award and comply with any additional legal requirements.
